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Kasama is located at the center of Ibaraki Prefecture, about 100km northeast of Tokyo, and is adjacent to Mito, the capital of
Ibaraki. Just to the east of Mito is Oarai, a town on the coast of the Pacific Ocean. Directly to the west of Kasama lies Tochigi
Prefecture, home to the “Twin Ring Motegi,” a famous motorsport race track. Roughly 45km south of Kasama is Tsukuba, a
city well-known for science and research. About 40km to the northeast is Hitachi Seaside Park, a hotspot for foreign tourists.
Kasama can be reached by car from Tokyo on either the Joban Expressway or the Tohoku Expressway via the Kitakanto
Expressway.
